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EPA Engine Changes: Diesel Engine-Driven Welders  
 
Lincoln Electric's diesel-powered engine driven welders - Ranger 305 D, Vantage, Air 
Vantage, Pipeliner, Classic and SAE-400 - are undergoing engine changes due to reduced 
exhaust emissions per U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) requirements.

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EPA Engine Changes: Diesel Engine-Driven Welders 

Every 4 years since the year 2000 the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has 
required diesel engine suppliers to reduce exhaust emissions on new engines that are 
manufactured for use in the U.S. for off-road products. This requirement includes diesel 
engine-driven welders. 
 
Any diesel engine manufactured after January 1, 2008 for use in off-road product to be 
sold within the U.S. must meet the new standard which is either EPA Tier 3 or EPA Tier 
4i. (It is permitted to sell product with Tier 2 engines in 2008 as long as the engines 
were made in 2007.) 
 
The chart below shows the tier changes over time. EPA Tier 3 will be in effect until year 
2012, after which EPA Tier 4 goes into effect. EPA Tier 4i will be in effect until year 
2013, after which EPA Tier 4 goes into effect.  
 

  
 
EPA Tier 4i is an interim standard with lower emission levels than those required to meet 
Tier 3, but it is not as low as Tier 4 Final. Tier 4i engines can be manufactured for an 
additional year before Tier 4 final goes into effect. Lincoln’s engine suppliers have met 
the Tier 4i standard, so these engines will be in use for the next 5 years. Exception: 
Kubota has met the Tier 4 Final standard for the updated engine to be put into the 
Ranger® 305 D. So when the changeover is made for this product, this engine will not 
need to change again for 8 years. 
 
Each Lincoln® diesel engine-driven welder will get a new product number in connection 
with an engine change to EPA Tier 4i or Tier 4 Final. As each transition goes into effect 
an announcement will be made, with a reference to updated sales literature as 
appropriate. Some products have recently changed, and this process is expected to 
continue through the summer months. The following chart shows the status of each 
engine change and will be updated periodically.
