This presentation will detail an investigation into the effect of welding heat input on the HAZ 
of quenched and tempered (Q&T) steel. Q&T steel is being used in applications ranging 
from armouring civilian and military vehicles, building ships, and providing wear-resistance 
to earth-moving equipment.
